As a psychotranmatologist, she supervised therapists treat-
ing survivors of sexual violence in the former Yugoslavia and did
supervision in Switgerland at the Red Cross walk-in clinic for vie-
tims of war and torture, and worked for ten years as a supervisor
at a Jewish psychosocial agency in Ziirich. Her book: Trauma and
Beyond. The Mystery of Transformation. Routledge 2021 has been
transiated into German, Chinese, Polish, Cgzech, and Russian.
